Who needs to comply?

All trustees, officers, employees, clergy, religious and volunteers in the Diocese have a
duty to comply with the GDPR and data protection regulations. The Diocese has a
Data Protection Team to provide information, support, policies and procedures
relating to data protection to assist with compliance.
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
